CMALT Contextual Statement (Example)

I began my professional life as a university lecturer with a deep interest in curriculum design and student engagement, not in technology. My early efforts focused on building meaningful in-person learning experiences, and I viewed digital tools as useful—but secondary—additions. Over time, however, I found myself increasingly drawn to how these tools could extend access, enhance feedback, and enable active learning.

The shift happened slowly. I began redesigning my course spaces in Moodle to offer better navigation and more interactive elements. This led to opportunities to run workshops and support peers, which in turn made me realise I enjoyed helping others use technology to improve their teaching. I took on a formal secondment as a digital education adviser, and from there moved into a full-time Learning Innovation Support Officer role.

In my current position, I support staff across multiple departments with technology-enhanced teaching. This includes developing workshops on H5P, co-creating templates in Moodle, and consulting on assessment strategies. The context I work in is varied—some departments are highly tech-confident; others are digitally cautious. I’ve had to learn how to adapt my language, my training approach, and even the pace of change to ensure staff feel supported, not overwhelmed.

A key part of my practice has been iterative improvement. For example, when I first delivered H5P training, I received feedback that participants needed more follow-up. In response, I built a “sandbox” Moodle area and introduced structured post-training support. This approach has since become a standard part of my team’s development offer.

I’m pursuing CMALT now because I want to consolidate and reflect on this journey. I also want to benchmark myself against sector standards, and use this as a springboard to take on more leadership in digital strategy. My values—equity, clarity, and collaboration—are central to how I work. I believe learning technology should always support pedagogy, not the other way around.

Looking ahead, I hope to mentor others entering this field, contribute to open educational resources, and advocate for accessible, inclusive technology use. CMALT is a milestone in that journey—one that acknowledges not just what I’ve done, but how I’ve learned and grown in the process.
